Summary of Bill:


� HYPERLINK "http://www.legis.state.wi.us/2009/data/AB413hst.html" ��Assembly Bill (AB) 413� Under current law, a number of penalty enhancement provisions allow a judge to increased a penalty for a crime that is committed under certain circumstances. 





AB 413 allows a judge to increase the maximum period of imprisonment by up to five years if a person, who is licensed or certified to provide day care, commits a sexual assault against or intentionally or recklessly causes bodily harm to, a child for whom the person provides day care.

Fiscal Effect:


None.





Supporters Message:


AB 413 further protects the safety of children by increasing the penalty given to licensed daycare providers, those trusted with the care of children, who commit crimes against the children under their care and will help to prevent these types of occurrences.





Opponents Message:


Some may argue that this bill will increase the length of prison sentences, which would increase costs to certain agencies.





Key Supporters:


Rep. Terry Van Akkeren (Assembly author), Jason Schwaller (Plymouth) father of abused daughter for which bill was introduced, Kathy DeRuyter (Waldo) grand-mother of abused girl for which bill was introduced and Kimberly Huebner (Adell) mother of abused daughter.  The following groups registered in favor: Sen. Spencer Coggs (Senate author), Dorothy Bahr (Sheboygan) and the WI Chiefs of Police Association.  The WI Sheriffs and Deputy Sheriffs Association registered in favor with the WI Ethics Board.





Key Opponents:


No one testified or registered against AB 413, nor registered against it with the WI Ethics Board.





Committee Vote:


On November 12, 2009, the Assembly Committee on Criminal Justice recommended passage of AB 413, on a vote of 9-1-1.  [Rep. Kessler opposed.  Rep. Hraychuck excused]
