
Summary of Bill: 





Assembly Bill (AB) 552 creates language that addresses the required amount of safe distance to be given to snowplows engaged in clearing the roadways at speeds of less than 35 mph.  Current law only addresses distance requirements down to 35mph.	








Fiscal Effect:





No fiscal was required.

This bill will define safe driving standards for situations that most Wisconsin drivers face every winter.  The bill will protect drivers and city and county snowplow drivers, and help to make our winter roadways safer.
