
Summary of Bill:


Senate Bill 57 makes a technical change to the make up of the Board of Directors of the Wisconsin Aerospace Authority (WAA).  The WAA board of directors consists of six members appointed by the Governor and confirmed by the State Senate, including the Director of the Wisconsin Space Grant Consortium (WSGC).  Currently, the Director of WSGC appoints a designee to serve on the board.  The director has voting rights, if seated on the board, however, the designee does not.  This bill will allow the designee to have voting rights.





Fiscal Effect:


There was no fiscal estimate required for Senate Bill 57.





Supporters Message:


This bill allows the designee of the Director of the WSGC to fully participate in WAA Board matters when the director is unable to participate.


This is a simple technical change to the current statute.
