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WASHINGTON (AP) —
U.S. regulators moved to
discipline vaping compa-
nies for inappropriately
promoting their flavored
nicotine formulas through
so-called influencers on
Facebook, Twitter and
other social media sites.   

The Food and Drug
Administration sent warn-
ing letters Friday to four
companies that used paid
social media influencers to
pitch nicotine solutions to
their online followers,
including flavors like
Watermelon Patch and
Strawberry Kiwi.   

The posts didn’t include
a mandatory warning that
the vaping liquids contain
nicotine, which is addic-
tive. The FDA, joined by
the Federal Trade Com-
mission, sent the letters to
Solace Vapor, Hype City
Vapors, Humble Juice Co.
and Artist Liquid Labs.
The companies did not
immediately return calls
and emails seeking com-
ment Friday morning.   

Facebook prohibits e-
cigarette ads even with
warnings and the FTC has
been pressuring influ-
encers — people with
many social media follow-
ers who promote products
and services — to disclose
when they are being paid
to endorse something.   

The action comes as the
FDA and other govern-
ment agencies struggle to
reverse what they call an
epidemic of underage e-
cigarette use. Researchers

have linked the trend to a
surge in online videos,
photos and other posts
about vaping, some of
them generated by compa-
nies, advertising agencies
and paid influencers.   

Government figures
showed a nearly 80 percent
jump in vaping by teens
last year, with 1 in 5 high
school students reported
that they used the devices
in the previous month.

When the officer walked
toward Sunde, she picked up
the IV pole she was walking
with and used it like a base-
ball bat, the complaint states.

The officer grabbed the
pole and grabbed Sunde, who

tried to get away, the com-
plaint states. 

Sunde was handcuffed
again. Nurses determined
she didn’t have any new
wounds and is fit to be trans-
ported to the Waukesha
County Jail, the complaint
states. 

Sunde has a hearing for
these charges at 11:30 a.m. on
Tuesday.

MADISON (AP) — Flying
a gay pride rainbow flag
over the Wisconsin state
Capitol for the first time
Friday drew backlash from
conservatives, including a
pair of state lawmakers,
who said it was divisive,
while Democrats hailed it
as a sign of inclusivity.   

The flag flap erupted after
Democratic Gov. Tony
Evers ordered the raising
of the flag to recognize
June as ‘‘Pride Month.’’
The move drew a fast
rebuke from state Rep.
Scott Allen of Waukesha,
who tweeted, ‘‘Is this any
more appropriate than
erecting the Christian flag
over the Capitol?’’   

Allen, who describes him-
self on Twitter as ‘‘Child of
God/Family Man,’’ said in
a follow-up message to The
Associated Press that the
rainbow flag ‘‘advocates a
behavior or lifestyle that
some Wisconsin residents
may not condone. There-
fore, it is divisive.’’   

Democrats praised the
raising of the flag, includ-
ing Democratic state Sen.
Tim Carpenter of Milwau-
kee, one of five openly gay

state lawmakers.   
‘‘This is a very welcom-

ing sign to many of us and
it signifies a new direction
for Wisconsin,’’ Carpenter
said in a statement thank-
ing Evers. ‘‘We are showing
that we are a welcoming
and inclusive state and that
means a great deal.’’   

Republican state Sen.
David Craig of Big Bend
joined Allen in criticizing
the move.   

‘‘The U.S. and Wisconsin
flags are flown over us as
unifying symbols for all
Wisconsinites,’’ Craig
tweeted. ‘‘The governor’s
action today is in no doubt
a statement to advance a
cause. The only cause that
the Capitol flags should
represent is fifty states
united in one republic.’’   

Wisconsin Family
Action, a conservative
group that worked to ban
gay marriage in the state
before courts overturned
the prohibition, called the
raising of the flag ‘‘a fla-
grant abuse of gubernatori-
al power.’’    

Julaine Appling, the
group’s president, said
Evers was proclaiming one

group over another.   
‘‘Would the Governor

authorize the Christian flag
to be flown over the capitol
or a Nazi flag or any num-
ber of other flags repre-
senting all sorts of Wiscon-
sin citizens and their
beliefs?’’ Appling said in a
statement. ‘‘Singling out
one group that has inordi-
nate political power is
wrong and is disrespectful
to, at a minimum, those

who take exception to the
LGBT agenda.’’   

Evers, who defeated con-
servative Gov. Scott Walker
in November, said in an
executive order that the
rainbow flag has become an
important symbol for the
LGBTQ community and
publicly displaying it
‘‘sends a clear and unequiv-
ocal message’’ that in Wis-
consin ‘‘everyone can live
without fear of prosecu-

tion, judgment, or discrimi-
nation.’’   

The flag was flying above
where the governor’s office
is located in the Capitol.
Evers also authorizes other
state government buildings
and any jurisdiction of the
state to fly the flag in June.   

The governor has the sole
authority to decide what
flags fly over the Capitol,
said Evers spokeswoman
Melissa Baldauff.
